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Chairman’s Report 2010
Thank you again to the sponsorship we have received throughout 2010 from our regular £10.00 donators who remain loyal to the Panel, Crime Watch Safeguard Security Systems have joined the ranks of donators this year, the information that follows demonstrates what some of the valuable money received contributes towards. Funding these projects and others assists greatly in reducing the opportunities for crime but also reduces the fear of crime. Three new members have joined the Panel, Superintendant Darren Best, the new Stockton District Commander, Jayne Symonds, the new manager for Victim Support and Dave Pickard who is the Housing Management Director for Tri-Star Homes. Their contributions to the Panel meetings so far have been invaluable and we welcome their input in the future.
This year we have a new look website for the Panel; its descriptive pages give useful advice and security solutions as well as pages outlining some of our recent projects. The aim is to keep the website fresh to attract visitors; we must strive over the coming months to inform as many people as possible of its existence. www.stocktoncpp.com 
In the past 12 months 274 houses have been target hardened as part of the Safe At Home Scheme. This scheme assists vulnerable people and victims of violent crime to remain in their own homes in the knowledge that the security to their house is sufficient to deter or prevent intruders from gaining access. This could be the simplest measure of installing window shock alarms to providing a Safe Room where the occupant can retreat to an area of relative safety and contact the Police in the event of a potential assault. The Panel has contributed to this scheme by means of providing security equipment where otherwise no security would be in place.

Seven District Licensing operations have been carried out during 2010 to continue to drive the message home to on and off licensed premises that selling alcohol to young people underage will not be tolerated. 74 premises were visited from which 11 were positive sales. 7 notices have been issued. The Panel has assisted the Operations by providing the Young People with Gift vouchers.

Personal safety presentations continue to be popular and more companies require awareness training to be carried out due to Health and safety Legislation particularly for Lone Workers. Over 500 Personal Safety alarms have been provided by the Panel to a large cross section of people including victims of domestic abuse, elderly people and lone workers.
The Stockton Town Pastors Scheme was set up at the beginning of December 2009. Volunteers patrol Stockton High Street on a Friday and Saturday night. Stockton Town Pastors are an association of people of all ages who have got together to offer our community in Stockton a caring presence at times when individuals may become unexpectedly vulnerable. They work very close to the Police and are giving a full briefing prior to going out, this has now turned into a very good working relationship. The scheme is continuing to grow and is becoming more and more effective. A reduction in violence has also been seen, although this cannot be directly accredited to the Street Pastors their invaluable contribution is certainly a factor. 
Metal theft is a national problem. The Panel have provided funding and equipment to a number of organisations and individuals to assist in the reduction and detection of this type of crime. Equipment such as forensic marking systems in several different formats has been provided. Posters have been distributed to landlords whose properties are empty and who have complied with requests from the Police to remove the items that are being targeted and utilised the marking schemes. 
The Lights against crime campaign was launched at Electrical Discount Centre store on Norton Road in October and will run through to the spring. Lighting the outside of houses has proved over the years to be a major deterrent for most types of criminal activities. A large quantity of Dusk till Dawn lights and bulbs has been purchased and are supplied to members of the public at reduced prices to encourage their use. These are also installed as part of the Safe At Home Scheme.
The Panel, in partnership with Stockton Police, have purchased 350 pedal cycle security kits consisting of a property marker pens, registration cards and security chains and seat covers. The kits have been distributed to pedal cycle outlets who have agreed not only to give the kits out when the cycles are collected, but also to property mark them. Neighbourhood Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers are also visiting the local Schools to ensure as many people as possible have the opportunity to receive one of the kits.
